Directions to Venue

Location: The United Church,  1920 G St. NW, Washington, DC 20006
Public Transportation
Walking Directions from the Foggy Bottom -GWU Metro:
Take a right at the top of the escalator and walk along 23rd street towards H St.  Cross H, head straight, continuing along 23rd street. At the intersection of G and 23rd - Cross 23rd street to take a LEFT onto G Street. Walk 3 blocks on G - the church is on the corner of the 4th block to your right at the intersection of 20th and G.
From Ronald Reagan National Airport

When you get outside the terminal, you should be near a shuttle stop. The shuttle goes around the airport, so make sure to ask them to take you to the stop that is closest to the Metro and there will be signs directing you where to go. Take the Metro (BLUE Line) in the direction of  “Largo Town Center”. It costs $1.35 for a one-way fare. Get off at the Foggy Bottom/GWU stop and you will be on the GWU campus, I and 23rd Streets NW.  Walk south on 23rd Street from I to H Street.

From Dulles International Airport

You can take a taxi and ask the driver to take you to George Washington University, G St and 20nd St NW, but that costs about $40. Instead, look for the Washington Flyer Shuttle Bus. This is $9 one way ($16 round trip to save for later), cash or credit, and you can get your ticket at the little ticket kiosk just before you get outside. The bus is located on the north side of the airport near passenger pickup. The bus drives you directly to the West Falls Church stop on the Orange Line of the Metro. When you get to West Falls Church, take the Metro in the direction of New Carrollton. Get off at the Foggy Bottom/GWU stop and follow the directions for walking from the Foggy Bottom Metro above. 
From Baltimore Washington International Airport

Again, you can take a taxi as described in the Dulles directions, or you can take a shuttle bus to the Greenbelt Metro station. The BWI Express/B30 service runs every 40 minutes, 7 days a week to the Greenbelt Metro Station, which is located on the Green Line of the Washington Metro System. There are two WMATA Bus Stops. One is located on the lower level of the International Pier and the other stop is located on the lower level of Concourse A/B. The B30 will pick you up outside at the bus shelter. Follow the signs that say “Public Transit.” Once at the Greenbelt station, take the Green Line toward Branch Ave to L’Enfant Plaza. At this point you get off and transfer onto the Blue/Orange Line (it doesn’t matter if the train you get on is blue or orange) in the direction of Vienna/Fairfax GMU (Orange Line)/Franconia-Springfield (blue line). Once on the Blue/Orange train, get off at the Foggy Bottom/GWU stop and follow the directions for walking from the Foggy Bottom Metro above. 
China Town Bus:

If you are coming from New York or Boston on one of the China Town buses, they drop you off close to the Gallery Place-China Town Metro station. The station is located at H and 7th Streets NW. Take the Metro in the direction of Shady Grove one stop to Metro Center. There you will transfer onto the Blue/Orange lines in the direction of Vienna/Fairfax (orange)/ Franconia-Springfield (blue). Take the blue/orange line to the Foggy Bottom GWU stop, and follow the walking directions for walking from the Foggy Bottom Metro above. 
Union Station: 

If you are using Greyhound or AMTRAK you will use the Union Station Metro stop. For Greyhound, when you get out of the bus terminal, walk south on 1st Street NE (you will be walking up on a slight incline after about a block) to Union Station. When you get to the intersection of 1st St NE and Massachusetts Ave, turn left into the Metro Station. Take the Metro in the direction of Shady Grove. Get off at Metro Center. There you will transfer onto the Blue/Orange lines in the direction of Vienna/Fairfax (orange)/ Franconia-Springfield (blue). Take the blue/orange line to the Foggy Bottom GWU stop, and follow directions for walking from the Foggy Bottom Metro above.
Driving Directions:
From North

Interstate 95 south to Interstate 495 (Capital Beltway) toward Silver Spring/Northern Virginia. Take exit 33, heading south on Connecticut Avenue for about 9 miles. Turn right onto Florida Avenue (just past the Washington Hilton) and turn left immediately onto 21st Street. Turn right on I Street. The visitor entrance to the parking garage is on the left between 22nd and 23rd Streets.

From Northwest

Interstate 270 to Interstate 495 (Capital Beltway) toward Silver Spring. Take exit 33, heading south on Connecticut Avenue for about 9 miles. Follow directions as given in From North.

From West

Interstate 66 and Route 50 both connect with the Theodore Roosevelt Bridge. Cross the bridge and exit left at E Street, then again at Virginia Avenue. Bear left, following signs for 23rd Street. Turn right on 23rd Street and continue a few blocks to campus. Turn right on I Street. The visitor entrance to the parking garage is on your right between 22nd and 23rd Streets.
From South

Interstate 95 to Interstate 395 Arlington Memorial Bridge exit. Cross the bridge and bear left at the Lincoln Memorial. Turn left onto 23rd Street, NW, and follow directions as given in From West.

Note on Hotels, Hostels -  

The Metro (DC’s subway system) is a very convenient way to travel around and the venue is only a 10 minute walk from the Foggy Bottom Metro on the Blue/Orange line.
